ACTIVITIES OF MONASTERY

As part of the monastery’s annual academic

program, final examinations were conducted

in a structured and disciplined manner in

accordance with established rules and

regulations. All student monks participated

fully, demonstrating responsibility,

attentiveness, and respect for the

examination process. The examinations were

effectively supervised by Khenpos, Lopens,

and teaching staff, ensuring fairness, integrity,

and adherence to academic standards.

In alignment with formal educational systems outside the monastery, the examinations

followed a standardized format, with assessment durations ranging from two to three

hours depending on the subject. Students were evaluated across a broad curriculum that

included Mathematics, English, Social Studies, Science, Nepali, and Chö (Buddhist

Dharma studies).

Beyond assessing academic achievement, these examinations play a significant role in

the holistic development of the students. They contribute to the cultivation of self-

discipline, confidence, and a sense of responsibility, thereby strengthening the foundation

for both academic advancement and spiritual growth. This balanced approach reflects the

monastery’s continued commitment to providing quality education alongside traditional

Buddhist training.

Following the completion of the final examinations,

a two-month winter vacation was observed. The

school is scheduled to reopen at the end of

February, at which time regular academic activities

will resume.
